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Rationale

At Tilery Primary School art, craft and design has a significant and valuable role to play in the overall ethos of our school.

Art is an ongoing process through which all children are given opportunities to develop specific skills, knowledge and understanding to enable them to work in variety of media, style and form.  It enables children of all abilities to use their creative imagination to achieve their potential with guidance and given criteria.  Children work individually and within a group to develop the social and personal skills.  Art is not taught in isolation, although it retains its creative base and its skills and techniques.  Wherever appropriate it is linked to other areas of the curriculum and gives children the opportunities to develop specific art skills and reinforces skills already established.

Aims and Objectives
Art and Design offers opportunities to:
· Stimulate children’s creativity and imagination by providing visual, tactile and sensory experiences and a unique way of understanding and responding to the world.

· Develop children’s understanding of colour, form, texture, pattern and their ability to use materials and processes to communicate ideas, feelings and meanings.

· Explore with children ideas and meanings in the work of artists, craftspeople and designers and help them learn about their different roles and about the function of art, craft and design in their own lives and in different times and cultures.

· Help children to learn how to make thoughtful judgements and aesthetic and practical decisions and become actively involved in shaping environments.

At Tilery Primary School we:

· Provide the children with the opportunity to gather appropriate resources and materials and use them as a basis for their work.
· Ensure that as part of the learning process children should be encouraged to review and modify their work, drawing upon their past experiences and acquired skills.

· Ensure continuity and progression through the Early Years foundation stage and key stage 1 and 2 by careful planning and assessment as a whole school.
· Provide a stimulating and aesthetically pleasing environment with a whole school approach in the creative use of display areas around the school.

Roles and Responsibilities

Governing Body 
The Governing Body has the overall responsibility of ensuring the National Curriculum is taught and that the needs of all pupils, as reflected in the school’s policies and practices are met. It is the Governing Body’s responsibility to ensure the subject leader operates effectively, that policies and practices are communicated and implemented throughout the school, assessment procedures and systems for monitoring and recording progress contribute to the school assessment, recording and reporting arrangements.
Head Teacher  
The Headteacher has overall responsibility for the leadership and management of the school. As the leading professional, the Headteacher should ensure the school is well managed and organised, providing leadership and direction. In order to support teachers and other staff they should ensure there are appropriate policies and procedures in place, resources and accommodation are used effectively and efficiently and good relationships are fostered within the whole school community.
Subject Co-ordinator / Leader
The role of a subject leader is to provide professional leadership and management for a subject to secure high quality teaching, effective use of resources and improved standards of learning and achievement for all pupils.
· A subject leader provides leadership and direction for the subject and ensures that it is managed and organised to meet the aims and objectives of the school and the subject.

· A subject leader has responsibility for securing high standards of teaching and learning in their subject as well as playing a major role in the development of school policy and practice.

· Throughout their work, a subject leader ensures that practices improve the quality of education provided, meet the needs and aspirations of all pupils, and raise standards of achievement in the school.

· A subject leader plays a key role in supporting, guiding and motivating teachers of the subject, and other adults. Subject leaders evaluate the effectiveness of teaching and learning, the subject curriculum and progress towards targets for pupils and staff, to inform future priorities and targets for the subject. Evaluations and analysis are to be reported to the Governors Curriculum and Community Working Party on an annual basis.
· A subject leader identifies needs in their own subject, producing an annual action plan which will be part of a school Foundation Subject Development Plan. It is important that a subject leader has an understanding of how their subject contributes to school priorities and to the overall education and achievement of all pupils.

Working Party
The role of the working party is to support the Art Co-ordinator to ensure high quality teaching in art lessons takes place throughout school. This includes attending regular working party meetings, input into updating policies and schemes of work, identifying INSET needs and ensuring appropriate resources are available.   

Staff 
Class teachers will be expected to accept responsibility for an area of the curriculum as part of their professional duties. These include:
· Planning and preparation     
· Meeting the needs of all pupils                                                               
· Setting and marking of work                                                             
· Assessing, recording and reporting on the development, progress and attainment of pupils

Organisation of Teaching and Learning 
Early Years Foundation stage
Before embarking on K.S.1 work our children will have had a variety of opportunities to find out and learn about the world they live in through carefully constructed learning areas and activities within class. Their experiences will include:

· Exploring colour, texture, shape, form and space in natural and man-made objects within their own environment.
· Being stimulated to think about and respond to what thet see, touch and feel in different ways.

· Using a range of materials and suitable tools for designing and making.

Key Stage 
During Key Stage 1 pupils develop their creativity and imagination by exploring the visual, tactile ans sensory quality of materials and processes. They learn about the role of art, craft and design in their environment. They begin to understand colour, shape, space, pattern and texture and use them to represent their own ideas and feelings. By the end of K.S.1 children are expected to be working within the range of levels 1 to 3 depending upon their individual abilities.

Key Stage 2
During K.S.2 pupils develop their creativity and imagination through more complex activities. Theses help to build on their previous skills and improve their control of materials, tools and techniques. They increase their critical awareness of the roles and purposes of art, craft and design in different times and cultures. They become more confident in using visual and tactile elements and materials and processes to communicate what they see, feel and think. They are encouraged to become more independent in choosing their own mediums and in displaying their own work. By the end of K.S.2 children are expected to be working within the range of levels 2 to 5.
Schemes of Work
During Foundation Stage the children follow guidelines for art laid down in the EYFS framework and Development Matters.

All staff in K.S.1 and K.S.2 are currently using the scheme of work, developed using the National Curriculum Programmes of Study for Art and Design by QCA or are using the appropriate skills set out and are integrating them into a cross-curricular topic where appropriate. 
The scheme of work consists of units of study appropriate to each year group which are designed to build on previous teaching. Each unit acts as a medium term plan for one term and identifies learning objectives and outcomes and suggests activities that will enable these to be achieved

Individual teachers are responsible for weekly planning and in doing so may adapt or modify ideas in a particular unit to take account of the needs of children in their own class, whether it be mixed age or ability.

Differentiation
Teaching in art should address the fact that all children will develop their ability to make images and to learn and apply skills at different rates.  Differentiation is therefore a key issue and will be open ended and planned differentiation will be by the outcome and by tasks set according to ability.  Individual children will be supported by relevant questions from the teacher.  These interventions from the teacher to individuals will increase their thinking, extend the range of options that may be considered and raise individual standards.  There will also be times when the individual needs are met through differentiated tasks.  Both approaches need to be used to ensure that all children, including the least and most able, can be working to their full potential in all art lessons.
EAL children
At Tilery Primary School it is recognized that art in the form of pictures, paintings and drawings can be an extremely useful stimulus for children for whom English is a second language and are used often to assist literacy and other areas of the curriculum.
e-Learning
New technologies can enable children to enhance their art and design skills. E-Learning technology should be used when appropriate and matched to both the level and ability of the children. It should not detract from the art and design content of a lesson. Opportunities for using e-learning tools are identified in the Stockton ICT Scheme of Work. Digital and video cameras enable the children to record and present their work in a variety of multimedia, including slideshows, animations and movies. The Internet can be used to research information, including text, photos and video. Programmes such as Colour Magic are used in K.S. 1 to create children’s own work and allowing them to experiment freely with colour, shape and textures. Smartboards are used as a stimulus for art lessons. Work by different artists can be presented for discussion in a much more visual and economical way. E-mail and video conferencing can also be used to communicate with pupils and experts from other localities. However this must only be done in accordance with the school’s e-Safety Policy.
Inclusion    
Tilery Primary school is committed to inclusion. Our ethos encourages a strong sense of community and belonging and our curriculum is designed to provide opportunities for all our pupils.

We believe that everyone should be equally valued in school. We strive to eliminate prejudice and discrimination and to develop a learning environment where all children can flourish and achieve

We aim to provide effective learning opportunities for all pupils based on their cultural, physical and learning needs. 
Whenever possible curriculum resources should be multicultural and 

non-sexist, containing positive images of all groups including those with disabilities.
Equal Opportunities in Art

Good equal opportunities practice in our planning provides:

· A range of topics and materials which attract both the interest of boys and girls.

· A wide range of examples of work from both female and male artists and designers.

· A study of the representation of masculinity and femininity in fine art and popular culture.

· Equal value of different art forms and media.

· Consideration of differing cultural contexts which value different art forms.

Organisation of Resources
Basic materials and resources for Art and Design are located within the nursery, the South Building stockroom and Mrs Pickering’s classroom in the North building, where more specialist art resources are stored. The Art 
Co-ordinator will be responsible for monitoring the availability of resources and will submit requests based on feedback from staff for new stock.
Monitoring and Assessment

The school’s online assessment application (Classroom Monitor) should be used by teachers to plan appropriate learning activities which enable the children to make good progress, and fulfil the requirements of the National Curriculum. Classroom Monitor should be updated at least every half term, indicating the objectives that the children have met, almost achieved and those that are targets for future learning. The Art co-ordinator will use Classroom Monitor to analyse areas of strength and development of the subject together with samples of planning and children’s work. This will enable the co-ordinator to report on the quality of teaching and learning to the school’s Governing Body.
Originality and creativity are difficult to define and can be interpreted in many different ways. It is important to assess children’s art and design work to show:
· How successful the teaching and planning programme has been.

· How well children are developing.

· What is needed in future planning.

It is important that we assess children’s work by comparing it to that of other children the same age not to adult art and ability. Discussion with the children will reveal how and why the work has been brought about and the extent of his/her understanding.
Assessment of Art and Design at Tilery Primary School is part of a continuous teaching and learning process based on work produced throughout the year. Our children are encouraged to be both critical and appreciative of art and design work and are encouraged to share their views and opinions.
Criteria for assessment of children’s work include:

· Use of colour

· How sensitively and with what variety the medium has been used

· How texture is represented

· How space and form are used

· Position of work on paper

· Use of light

· Use of tone

· Observational skills

· Capability with tools

· Appropriateness of medium

· Use of imagination

· Inventiveness and ideas

· Ability to review and appraise work

· Amount of pleasure gained from work

· Enthusiasm

· Interest and motivation

· Contribution to discussions

· Ability to produce 2D and 3D work

· Understanding and appreciation of art

· Use of art vocabulary

· Developing self-critical skills

· Originality

· The ability to make connections between their own work and that of other artists

Assessment and recording includes:

· An individual sketchbook showing progression made over the course of the year which is passed on to the next teacher.

· Classroom Monitor

· Photographs of art lessons in progress, completed work and classroom displays are collected by the Art Co-ordinator to show the range of techniques used and to monitor progression throughout the school.

Health and Safety
Art and Design is essentially a practical subject and safety aspects are taken into account when planning each lesson.
· Children are encouraged to wash their hands after handling materials.

· Care is taken to ensure that equipment is properly cleaned after use.
· Children are encouraged to use various tools in a safe manner.

· Rooms are adequately ventilated where appropriate’

· Containers are clearly labelled. Glass jars are never used.

· Some equipment e.g. craft knives are only used by responsible adults.

· To be aware that some children may have allergic reactions to some materials and that aerosols should not be used in case of asthma attacks.

Display
We believe that it is important that children coming into school should be greeted by a rich, lively and stimulating environment which changes regularly to maintain interest.
Display can inform, enhance, excite, stimulate, reflect and question. Display can acknowledge achievement, identify needs, reward effort, invite participation and assist evaluation. When displaying children’s art work at Tilery Primary School we bear all these in mind.

Reporting

All parents are informed of their child’s progress in Art and Design in the end of year report.

Parents are also given opportunities to come into school to view displays or see their children’s work in special assemblies.

Every two years Tilery Primary school holds an Art Evening when artwork from across the school is displayed in the style of an art gallery for parents, school governors and members of the community to enjoy. This has proved a successful way of showing the high standard of art work produced in art lessons throughout the school.

Visits
Curriculum visits should be planned well in advance, with careful
consideration given to the aims and objectives of the trip and the nature of the

activities  to be experienced.

All visits must be authorised by the headteacher.

Whenever possible a prior visit should be made by the person organising the

trip in order to assess its suitability and to help carry out a risk assessment. 

A risk assessment must be completed and given to the headteacher before

every visit. 

The annual consent form must have been completed and returned for all
children going on the visit and parents should be sent details of the trip, 
including time, place, clothing, lunch arrangements, planed activities  and any 
special arrangements. Please see the School Visits Policy for more
