Sex and Relationships Education Policy

Overall Aim
The aim is to prepare pupils to cope with the physical and emotional challenges of growing up, and to give them an understanding of human reproduction. We aim to provide a framework for effective Sex and Relationship Education within the school environment. Our Sex and Relationships policy reflects the aims and values of our school and its governing body.

The role of the PSHE Co-ordinator
The Co-ordinator has the general responsibility for supporting other members of staff in the implementation of this policy and will provide a lead in the dissemination of the information relating to SRE and the provision of in-service training.

The role of Parents
Parents will be encouraged to support the school’s Sex and Relationship Education and will have access to this policy, on request. The Co-ordinator will also make available the materials used in the lessons to parents. It is their statutory right to look at the resources used to deliver the curriculum.

All Staff
Sex and Relationship Education is a whole school issue. All staff have been included in the development of this policy and all staff should be aware of the policy and how it relates to them.

Our school Sex and Relationship education programme will:

· provide accurate information and combat ignorance and prejudices;
· develop a mutual respect and care for others;
· encourage children to become aware of a range of views and to reach their own informed opinions;
· develop skills relevant to decision making in sexual behaviour and relationships;
· enhance the child’s self-esteem;
· be taught through a differentiated programme to meet the needs of the children of different ages and stages of development;
· be conducted in a sensitive manner;
· enable children to air their feelings and views;
· help children prepare for their future lives.

Programme of study
At Tilery Primary School Sex and Relationships Education is taught as part of the PSHE&C and Science programmes which are delivered throughout the school and supported by the Lucinda and Godfrey materials.

Foundation Stage
     All sessions will be delivered using subject appropriate language and will be delivered through    

    the following strands of the EYFS curriculum and areas of learning:
· Disposition and attitude
· Self-confidence and self esteem
· Making relationships

· Behaviour and self-control
· Self-care sense of community
Key Stage 1
· 1B Know that animals including humans move, feed, grow, use their senses and reproduce.

· 2A Recognise and compare the main external parts of the bodies of humans.

· 2F Know that humans and animals can produce offspring and these grow into adults.

· 4A Recognise similarities and differences between themselves and others and treat others with sensitivity.

Key Stage 2
· 1A Know that the life processes common to humans and other animals including nutrition, growth and reproduction.

· 2F Know about the main stages of the human life cycle.

Methodology
A variety of teaching strategies are applied to enrich SRE with creativity:

* Circle time
* Drama

* Group discussion / paired work
* Puppets
* Storyboard
All sessions are based on firm, fair ground rules.
A special programme has been devised by the Co-ordinator and teachers, in collaboration with the school nurse for Year 5 and 6 Children.
During Year 5, the school nurse delivers 2 sessions alongside class teachers looking at Growing up and body changes.

In Year 6, the school nurse repeats 1 session looking at Growing up and body changes and then extends this to look closer at relationships.

As part of the Growing Up topic girls and boys learn together about puberty. The children are then given the opportunity to ask questions to the school nurse and class teacher.
Teachers always try to answer children’s questions honestly and sensitively. 

     Parents
Parents are informed when topics dealing with sex education are planned, and are invited to school to view the resources which will be used. Section 241 of the Education Act 1993 gives parents the right to withdraw their child from any or all parts of a school’s programme of Sex and Relationships Education OTHER THAN THOSE ELEMENTS WHICH ARE REQUIRED BY THE NATIONAL CURRICULUM SCIENCE ORDER.
